Annotation. The article presents the results of a theoretical and empirical
study of the relationship between professional burnout and psychological adaptation
among medical workers. The relevance of the problem is substantiated in the context
of the high prevalence of burnout in the medical field. The relationships between
burnout and adaptation indicators are analyzed taking into account professional
experience. Differences in the nature of these relationships at various stages of
professional development are identified. The results obtained justify the need for a
differentiated approach to the prevention and correction of burnout.
